The program of French Language Il is based on the communicative approach of the language, on the presentation of the first grammatical structures and on the study
of the phonetic, morphologic and lexical aspects. The subjects will give knowledge of the society and the culture of the space of the French language. By the end of
the semester, students must have reached the level Al. 2 of the CEFR, both concerning skills in comprehension (oral and written) and in expression (oral and
written).

- Insight into European institutions: Brussels, Luxembourg, Paris and the United Nations Organisation;
- The international organisation of the French-speaking countries,
- Recognize cultural diversity within the French-speaking community

- Announce one’s presence or communicate one’s absence; give your contact; ask to leave a message
- Unit 5 Place oneself in space; orientation in buildings; ask for or give directions
- Unit 6 Welcome someone and feel welcome; make an order; ask for the bill
- Express likes and dislikes; order a meal home
- Invite someone; accept and refuse an invitation; make excuses; offer something and thank for it
- Get in touch; offer, accept, refuse; greet goodbye
